UNFINISHED BUSINESS — A Work Session to Discuss the Notice of Intent Ordinance No. 1135 Amending
Chapter 54, General Utilities; Sewers; §854.010, et seq., and Chapter 95, Streets and Sidewalks,
§95.021.

The Council, members of the Town staff, and several plumbing contractors discussed many of the aspects of
the Notice of Intent Ordinance No. 1135 on pavement breaking. Items discussed were: cost sharing between
the Town and the property owner; the Anti-Donation Clause; how to resolve the problem of poor
workmanship on street cuts; liability of the Town, property owner, and contractors; enforcement of meeting
the requirement of the Town’s standards and inspections; issuance of permits to licensed utility contractors;

Donation Clause and revise the ordinance as needed.
