A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING AS PARK LAND A PORTION OF THE TENTH STREET 
RIGHT-OF-WAY LOCATED IN THE TOWN OF SILVER CITY, FOR THE PURPOSE  

OF CONSTRUCTING AND MAINTAINING A VETERANS’ MEMORIAL PARK  
 
WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Silver City (Town), Grant County, New Mexico, is 

mindful of the contributions of veterans of the armed forces to Grant County, the State of New Mexico, 

and to the United States and desires to honor them for their service; and  

WHEREAS, the Town Council and the citizens of the Town desire to contribute the use of a parcel of 

Town property for the site of a memorial for those veterans of Grant County, both living and deceased; 

and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor of the Town has appointed a Veteran=s Memorial Citizens Advisory Committee 

to locate an appropriate site for a veterans= memorial park; and 

WHEREAS, said Committee has determined that an unconstructed  portion of the Tenth Street right-of-

way would be a proper site for the park; and 

WHEREAS, the Town Council concurs with the recommendation and desires to change the use of that 

portion of the right-of-way from roadway to park land for a veteran=s memorial public park; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Council of the Town of Silver City, Grant 

County, New Mexico: 

That a portion of the platted Tenth Street right-of-way, more specifically described in the plat of survey 

which is appended hereto as Exhibit A, and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby designated as 

the site of the Grant County Veterans’ Memorial Park, and that the design and construction of said park 

be undertaken at the Town=s earliest convenience.
